Poor Water Quality 
·1993 Ohio EPA Study:  Area listed as impaired for aquatic life 

 
 



Siltation 
~ 29,000 cubic yards silt and fine sand sediments 

deposited in 21 years. 

 

 

 



Proposed Solution 
·Remove two low-head dams 

 

·Restore free-flowing stream (engineered natural 
channel) 
 

·Install in -stream structure to reduce shear stress and 
stream bank erosion 



Proposed Solution 
·Remove low-head dams (upper) 



Proposed Solution 
·Remove low-head dams (lower) 



Results 
·Restores natural flow of water and sediment 

 

·Reduces erosion and sediment accumulation 

 

·Restores pocket wetlands and shallow floodplains
